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1.3 Commencing with the election for Florida Chapter officers in the year 2010, candidates for the elective offices of President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President shall be certified as an Emergency Number Professional (ENP) prior to nomination for the office.  The President, 1st Vice President and 2nd Vice President shall maintain their ENP certification throughout their tenure on the board.

Rational:  Conforming with National NENA, to serve as any elected official on the national level you have to be ENP certified as of 2002.  This will enable the individual to move on to a regional or national position being more prepared.

ARTICLE IV  OFFICERS

Section 1.
Officers
1.1 The Offices of the Florida Chapter shall consist of the following:

President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Immediate Past President and Area Vice Presidents.

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1.2 All offices will be filled by election at the Annual Florida Conference.

Section 2.
Election Procedure

1.1
The Chairperson of the Nominating Committee shall request nominations for particular offices from the membership at least 90 days before the Annual Florida Conference.  Nominees must be eligible to hold office nominated for in accord with the Bylaws, Article II, Section 3.
1.2
The Nominating Committee will report the slate of candidates to the membership at least forty (40) days before the date of the Annual Chapter Conference together with ballots.  Officers shall be elected by either casting an absentee ballot or voting in person during the business meeting at the Annual Chapter Conference.
1.3 Absentee ballots shall be returned to the Chairperson of the Nominating Committee no later than five calendar days preceding the start of the Annual Chapter Conference.  All ballots will be counted after the election held during the business meeting at the Annual Chapter Conference.
1.4 Election of office shall be determined by receiving a simple majority (50% plus1) of the votes cast.  If more than two (2) candidates compete for the same office and a simple majority by one candidate is not achieved, the candidate receiving the most most votes shall be declared the winner.
Rational: to make the voting process easier and spelling out the terms also following National NENA guidelines.

Term of Office
